Abstract: The purpose of the article is to develop recommendations on improving the structure of the international re-
serves of the Russian Federation, taking into account the sanctions restrictions imposed against its financial system. As
part of the research, the following methods were used: the method of analytical analysis and the method of logical
analysis, the method of statistical and economic analysis and the graphical method. According to the results of the
study, sanctions measures that negatively affect the ability of the Central Bank of Russia to accumulate and manage
international currency reserves are disclosed, the structural composition and number of sanctions against the financial
system of the Russian Federation are investigated. The analysis of the structure of the international reserves of the
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Russian Federation at the beginning of the reporting date 2024 was carried out. The potential of international foreign
exchange reserves of "friendly" countries has been determined, which allows the Central Bank of Russia to plan spend-
ing of public finances in the long term, taking into account the impact of financial, infrastructural, economic and politi-
cal risks. The author concludes that as a recommendation to improve the structure of the international reserves of the
Russian Federation in order to manage international reserves most effectively and avoid the impact of sanctions re-
strictions, the Central Bank of Russia should make more rational use of the currencies of friendly BRICS countries, their
payment and settlement systems and financial infrastructure.
